· Gastro, cough, obesity & diet modification, travel advice & UTI, autism, chest pain, anaphylaxis, antenatal counselling

MCCCP Training
· Teaching program with dedicated supervisors each week
· Face to face workshops
· Regular webmails
· Lots of support from staff, educators and supervisors
· Good opportunity to try different workplaces during training e.g. community health, superclinics, bulk billing, Aboriginal health, sexual health clinics rural GP clinics, nursing home with visits etc


AGPT Program
· Applications open 10am Monday 25th March 
· Close Monday 29th April
· GP Training = Registrars in accredited teaching practices, apprenticeship model, always supervised by GPs, 3-4 years of training, build areas of interest
· ACCRM=for rural GP, usually pick up on an additional skills e.g. O&G, anaes with aim to provide skill to a small community
· MCCC – NW, NE, West Central, SE is exclusively general
Regional Rotations (Practice Ready)
· Gen med, gen surg, ED, paed & 3 other rotations
· ACCRM = need additional rotations in anaes & O&G
· Paeds = can do Paed Diploma (Westmead Hospital) + ED with 3 other rotations, good to have exposure to different specialties
· Sometimes, if you need additional rotations in hospital, can spend 6 months not entire 12 months
· Once in the program, need to be in hospital or GP practice
· No more than 7 weeks leave
· If you’re a PGY2 and completed relevant rotations, can commence straight into practice
· Need to apply for RPI (Recognition of Prior Learning)
· Must be hospital rotations
· May be difficult if you are doing nights (there might not be anyone to assess you)
· Does not include intern rotations
· Need valid CPR certificate
· Needs to be done within 12 months of first placement
· Needs to be ARC accredited, e.g. St John’s
· Cannot use updated skills training from hospital

Application Process
· Apply online through RACGP or ACCRM
· Need to nominate teaching region
· Application fee
· RACGP  = Stage 1 =CAAKT computer assessment 27/6 – 29/6
· ACCRM = no exam, suitability assessment, if successful MMI interview with RACGP
· RACGP = 5 rotations, 10 minutes each, assessed by medical educators and GP supervisors. If successful will be asked to preference region to train. Changing pathways between rural to general is difficult, need extenuating circumstances and reason to change
